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Challengesbeforethenew PrimeMinister

The recent general elections in April-May 2014 for
the 16" Lok Sabha created lot of euphoria amongst the voters
somewhat reminiscent of the elections in March 1977. Mrs
Indira Gandhithen remained in political wilderness for 3 years
but she came back strongly with 2/3"“majority in Jan 1980
elections held after the fall of 3 month old Charan Singh
Government at the Centre. This time the euphoria was
missing because the people voted for her party more out of
compulsion than by excitement or choice as they were fed
up with the daily quarrels of Janta Party agglomerates under
Morarji Desai. Congress party again won the elections in
1984 with an unprecedented majority (416 out of 543). BJP
got only two seats. It was called Parivar Niyojan of BJP. This
time there was no euphoria but a strong sympathy wave was
blowing on account of assassination of Mrs Indira Gandhi.
The good-will reservoir of the new Government started
evaporating very soon as the government started losing its
way for want of drawing a precise road map for economic
development. Only the Ministry of Information Technology
made the much needed headway. Inexperience of Rajiv
Gandhi and the naivette of his cohorts ( Computer boys)
were the main causes of poor governance and growing
disaffection. High octane euphoria was visible again in 1987
Assembly elections in Haryana. The party under Ch.Devilal
got 85 of the 90 seats in Haryana. Congress party got only
four. But this euphoria too was short lived because of poor
governance and the Congress Party came back to power
with a majority in 1991.There was no euphoria in 2004
elections when UPA came back to power.Ofcourse, there
was a new air of excitement, hope and optimism when Dr
Manmohan Singh was made the Prime Minister.The
triumvirate of Dr Singh , Chidambram and M. S. Ahluwalia
was likened to the constellation of Lord Brahma , Vishnu and
Mahesh. Dr Manmohan Singh made the same mistake as
other Prime Ministers had done in the past. He proceded
without drawing a proper road map for economic
development of the country. The growth rate of GDP soared
to 9% in 2008-09 but the gains ofthis growth did not filter
down to the lower starta of society. This pick-upin growth
was largely due to the external demand of Indian goods and
the international revolution in the field of IT. The government
non-deservingly started claiming credit for it. When elections
were due in 2009 , the popularity curve of UPA-1 Government
was down considerably. But the BJP committed a silly
mistake. It opposed the Nuclear Treaty with US after
championing it earlier during the NDA rule. This single factor
tilted the scales in favour of UPA 1 and it won the elections
handsomely. However, voters at that time were clamouring
slowly for Narendra Modi to be declared as the PM

candidate.But this time the wish of the people was fulfilled
by BJP President Rajnath Singh and the whole nationwas
agog with NarendraModi as the PM candidate. Accordingly
NDA came back to power with a vengeance winning 335
seats and Congress party getting only 44. Now it is a hard
fact that people largely voted for Narender Modi and not for
BJP with the soul intention of giving a clear majority to get rid
of the dirty coaltionbusiness.

Traditionally Indian voters have been the follower
of a doer or a crusader. Narendra Modi has built that image
of a dare-devil Chief Minister since 2001.People of India
were desperately waiting for a prime minister who is less
theoretical / rhetoric and more practical with a can-do image
in the field of economic development. Unfortunately we never
had one of this kind. Jawahar Lal Nehru was a paragone of
many virtues. Credit goes to him for many achievements
(irrigation, power generation, education, planning, instituonal
development, steel manufacturing) but the economic growth
hardly exceeded 3% of GDP. He ruled India for twelve years
(1952-64)buthe never practised the vote bank politics. His
two drawbacks were that he involved himself more in
international affairs than the problems at the domestic front
and giving a free hand to Krishna Menon. Chester Bowles,
the then US Ambessador in India told a journalist, “Your Prime
Minister doesn’t understand economics”. B. K. Nehru admits
this fact in his auto biography to tell that Jawahar Lal Nehru
had a poor knowledge of finance ministry. However
hisgreatest contribution was to develop and bestow highest
respect for the democratic institutions.

Rural areas saw the light of freedom only when
Mrs Ghandhi came to power and money started rolling for
rural projects.Roads,electrification, green revolution were
the attributes of this period (1968 to 1976) but industrialisation
and infrastructure development in core areas remained as
sluggish as ever. Rajiv Gandhi catapulted India to a higher
echelon only in the field of Information Technology. The
government of VP Singh and Chander Shekhar were a total
disaster. Narsimha Rao managed this disaster by taking the
revolutionary step of opening the Indian economy in 1991.
But the real growth engine .i.e infrastructure development
remained fluttering as ever. Vajpayee government could take
credit only for Pradhan Mantri Gramin Sadak Yojana. UPA
government in 2004 introduced Mahatama Gandhi National
Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (MNREGA) which
only fills the pockets of village Sarpanches and the hierarchy
above. CAG report is very critical about it. Dr. Manmohan
Singh declared the Bharat Nirman Programme on 15" August
2005 from the ramparts of Red Fort. Unfortunately monitoring
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of this wonderful programme was never followed and it has
now been thrown into the dustbin of History. The most
remarkable progress was in the field of power generation.
There was a capacity addition of 55000 MW (2007-2012)
during the 11™five year plan. But this achievement turned
into a discredit when Coal India Limited(CIL) failed to dig
out enough coal to feed the new power plants.UPA 2 was a
pale shadow of UPA 1 and it has nothing on its credit side. In
fact it became notorious for scams, ill advised Food Security
Bill and new Land Acquisition bill and the Prime Minister
constantly remaining in the silent mode.People became
sickeningly fed up with the poor governance, policy paralysis
and arm twisting by coalition partners .An atmosphere of
hope, optimism and aspiration returned only when Narendra
Modi was declared as the PMcandidate by BJP in September
2013 and the rest is history

The election victory was marred by some unethical
practices in the distribution of tickets in many constituencies
were given to some strange candidates of proven ineptitude.
In Haryana state, BJP distributed ticketsto four Congressites.
One BJP candidate required helpers to make him stand up
to the mike. In fact Col Sona Ram got BJP ticket from Barmer
even being an ex-Congress leader. In Gujarat alone, 11 ex-
Congress members got BJP tickets.This trend was termed
as congressisation of BJP. The party was also criticised for
dropping parachute candidates in many constituencies e.g.
Kiran Kher at Chandigarh, Arun Jaitley at Amritsar and Gen
V. K. Singh at Gaziabad. Sukhbir Jaunpuria and his Samdhi
(K. S. Tomar) could manage tickets from Swai Madhopar
and Amroha. Their entry into BJP was hardly one month old.
Indian express braught the news that 186 new MPs out of
543 have criminal record and 112 with serious charges.The
PM made the first slip when he inducted two members in his
cabinet who were defeated in the Lok Sabha elections.

Shekhar Gupta calls the present lot of young voters
as aspirational and transactional India. He calls
transactional becausepeople are unforgiving this time and
will not spare the new government if the results are not
delivered in time, particularly on the front of unemployment
and price rise of essential commodities. Mr.
NarenderModibecame the 15" Prime Minister of India on
26" May 2014. His astuteness and grip on the state
administration is well known. But ruling the country with
aplomb is altogether a different ball-game than running a
State. So let us hope he will come to the expectations of the
people and start a new chapter in good governance. If you
visit different parts of Guijrat, you will find that this state is not
much different from other developed states like Haryana.
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electricity and water, and more responsive administration.
Now Indian voters have built a mountain of hopes to be fulfilled
by the new Government. They expect the new PM to hit
sixers like VirendraSehwag in cricket .Infact both are openers
of the new innings .The new Prime-Minister knows it very
well. His situation is like that of Mahatama Gandhi when
Congress declared at Lahore session in December 1929
that, “Complete Independence is the aim of the freedom
struggle “. Thereafter all the leaders requested Gandhi Ji to
chart out a new course himself for the attainment of complete
freedom from the Britishers. Gandhi Ji accepted the offer
but did not know what to do till 1942 when he started the
historic Quit India movement. Likewise the new Prime-
minister is desperately in search of financial wizards and
advisors to help him to set the house in orderlLet us hope he
succeeds in the end like the father of the nation. Ridiculously
ArunJaitely equates Baba Ramdev to the Mahatama Gandhi
.Present day voter wants results in the following four areas
urgently.

1. Promotion of employment opportunities so that an
educated youth gets a reasonably good job to live a
decent life.

Lowering the sale price of essential commodities.

3. Prevention of adulteration in food-stuffs.

Improvement of delivery of service from the in-place
infrastructure like hospitals, schools etc.

At the National level the government needs to firmly
grapple with the following issues.

1 Reduction of fiscal deficit to 3% of GDP.
2 Reduction of Current Account Deficit to 3% of GDP.
3 Rising debt on power utilities ( read the statement

of power companies of Delhi before the Supreme
Court on 19.05.2014 )

Rising N P As on banks.

5 Rising debt on state Governments and Central
Government.

6 Increasing the sanitation level and Human
Development Index of the people of India.

7 Promoting the level of ease of doing business in

India. Presently she occupies 134" rankin the table
of 189 nations.

8 Controlling inflation.

9 Water resources and Hydro-power development in
various river basins of India.

o . 10 Expansion of Railway network.
The level of sanitation is poor, Traffic snarlsare common on o . .
urban roads. Infrastructure in industrial estates is poor. The 1 Massive increase in Infrastructure Development in
only field where the state excels others is 24-hour supply of core areas.

Allthese issues are very knotty and require patience
for their solution. It will be good strategy to pluck low hanging
fruits first. Issue of controlling fiscal deficit is the most difficult
task. This is because MNREGA and Food Security Bill
schemes involve huge expenditure to the tune of Rs 250 lac
crore and even 50% of the money doesn’t reach the poor.
These two schemes need to be converted in to a single
social security net for the poor whereby a sum of Rs. 160 lac
crore should be directly paid to 8 crore BPL families through
banks. This system will totally choke the leakage of funds in
the process. Mr. Ruchir Sharma clearly tells in his famous
book, “ Breakout Nations” that financial system collapsed
only in those countries who could not control the three
metrics i.e. fiscal deficit, current account deficit and debt to
GDP ratio within the prescribed limits. These limits
exceeded mostly in those economies where money was
spent more on welfare schemes and less on infrastructure
projects. The new Prime-Minister wants to convert Indian
railways in to a big engine of growth. But it will require massive
funds. 95% accruals from freight are used in paying salaries
and defraying maintenance expenditure. In order to raise
the necessary funds, the Ministry has no option but to raise
the fares which the Party will not allow to do so. This is the
problem of Indian economy. Same is the fate of power
companies running in the red for a very long time in most of
the states.Therefore the new Prime-Minister needs to
urgently discuss these issues with Chief ministers ,
Secretaries and advisors of the government and draft a
pragmatic road map for the economic development and
then address the nation accordingly

In India, it is said that, “ It is easier to become the
Prime-Minister than to run the Prime-Ministership with
aplomb “. This fact has been proved right in case of all the
14 Prime-Ministers of India we have had so far. To be a
successful Prime-Minister, the candidate has to be honest,
dedicated, wise, bold, farsighted, pragmatic, economist,
rooted to the ground realities, visionary, professional, team
leader, motivator, methodical and competitive. He must have
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a burning desire in his heart to take India ahead of China
within a decade. Only Sardar Patel possessed all these
qualities. Unfortunately he could not become the Prime-
Minister of India. He acquiesced to the desire of Gandhiji to
make JawaharLal as the Congress President in 1945
because he was not sure if his failing health would help him
to carry the day. He was right and died of heart- attack in
December 1950 as Deputy Prime-Minister of India. The new
Prime-Minister shows some reflections of the great Sardar
in his persona. Let us hope he gets a right advisor and steers
the ship of India’s destiny.

By far India should have been much ahead of other
nations. China in 1950-60 period was way behind India. It was
Deng who strictly enforced the one child policy and large scale
economic reforms in 1974. Now you can see the difference
between two countries. To give another example, China took
only six years to build the 18200 MW 3-Gorge dam whereas
the capacity addition by NHPC is only 7000 MW since 1983 .still
all is not lost yet. Foreigners still perceive vast untapped
potential of economic dynamism in India. A stable Government
has arrived after many years and let us hope and pray that it
rises to the occasion this time to develop a strong and vibrant
India and herald the promised good days very soon

Presently Indian economy is in total mess.The
country is also riven with other serious problems. For
example, the stores of Quarter Master General of Indian
military are almost empty and India cannot fight awar for
more than two weeks. Obviously the new Prime-Minister will
face many such insurmountable difficulties in setting the
house in order. But his success will be ensured only if the
entire Nation shows some patience and extends heartiest
co-operation to the new Government.
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SIRCHHOTURAM STOOGEOFTHEBRITISH OR A DEFENCE

During the course of my journey of the last few years
as a social activist | have tried to understand various aspects of
the Haryana society, be it the overall social panorama, social
[eultural traditions of the people or the value system, self esteem
Ipride or understanding /practicing of the economic matters
predominantly keeping the JATS in my focus .The reason for
this is that they being large in number and many other reasons
are practically the anchor of the society.

In this direction | took
up the study of all the political activities of early 20 th century,
when India or shall | say British India of those times was a
cauldron or a boiling pot of multifarious activities .As if to add to
the confusion came the GREAT WARS in Europe primarily
but simultaneously effecting Middle East, North Africa or South
East Asia. Since my aim in this write is not to deliberate on
other leaders and the contribution they made except as a
passing reference since | wish to focus on SIR CHHOTU
RAM PER SE.

It was around 1920 that Chhotu Ram had a brief
association with the POLITICAL MOVE MENT CALLED
CONGERESS(it became a political party as we see it today
much later ).In fact it will not be grossly wrong to say that the
UNINIONST PARTY OR THE ZAMIDARA LEAGUE(Ch
Chhotu Ram along with Fazal- e- Hussain was the CO-
FOUNDER) was the first party t o establish themselves in
India with their proper organizational set up /manifesto etc
and took power ,functioned in all matters other than defense
and foreign affairs, of course under the overall control of the
governor general/viceroy. In those days there were two parts of
India one under direct governance of the Raj and other divided
in to 562 states with RESIDENT present in each to see that
they remained in their senses/limits so to say. Late 19th and
early 20th century the whole world has been effected by whole
lot of turbulent activities of various hue be they of social ,political
or military reasons and INDIA was no exception. In this there
was an opportunity which many could not see except Sir
CHHOTU RAM, a visionary /astute leader who could foresee
and encashed it purely for the deprived segment of the society
whose cause was always dear to him. Gandhi arrived in India
in Jan 1915 and by then lot of water had flown down the
Yamuna/ganges. To remain confined to the Province of Punjab
Ch Chhotu Ram was already on his LEGEDRY/
INCOMARABLE JOURNEY in the affairs of the province of
Punjab specifically and at the level of affairs of India broadly.

The strategy /methodology of different leaders of
those days was also diverse, like some believed in purely
constitutional methods, some believed in a a mix of

constitutional /agitational where as on the other front some
believed in purely confrontational. Obviously the ultimate aim
of them all across the board has been an INDEPENDENT
INDIA. In this there were few who were idealist with lofty ideas
some were pragmatist some were too moralistic so to say but
each one of them viewed the world through their own prisms.
One issue that | wish to remain confirmed after giving this
cursory view is DEFENCE POLICY OR THE SHAPE IT IS
GOING TO TAKE POST INDEPENDENCE.| wish to say with
a great amount of certainty that except Ch Chhotu Ram non
other had even an idea, what to talk of a coherent view of the
whole thing

MA Jinnah once said "IT IS NOT AWISE THING TO
AGITATE A HUNGRY AND EXPLOITED PEOPLE" because
unless properly guided or channelized the whole energy may
become self destructive and create an implosion. My
understanding /interpretation is that this aspect would have
remained etched deeply in ch. chhotu ram's psyche, because
this aspect figures prominently in all his actions. To begin with
He had a deep understanding of the matters at the grass root
level, having literally risen from the dust and at the same time
deeply identified with his people .NO OTHER LEADER OF
THOSE TIME HAD SUCH AN ALL INCLUSIVE APPROACH,
EVEN TRANSENDING ACCROSS TH RELIOGIOUS LINES,
A TRULY SECULAR IN HIS THOUGHTS AND ACTIONS .|
can say there is no other example IN THE WORLD HISTORY
TO COMPARE WITH THIS.

When the FIRST WORLD WAR came Ch Chhotu
Ram saw in it an opportunity for his hungry and exploited
masses and by a well orchestrated campaign, the province of
Punjab under his stewardship contributed immensely man,
material and even money more to benefit his own people than
for an alien cause.lt is also worth while to say that the entire
leadership was in total agreement to play a positive role in this
war effort. To give an idea BRITISH ARMY whose strength
was a motley 2 lacks expended to to over 10 lacks during and
after the war of whom ,about 60 % came from Punjab alone
.NO WONDER PUNJAB WAS CHRISTENED THE SWORD
ARM OF BRITISH INDIA. Here lies the biggest question as to
what did we achieve?.In my understanding we achieved TWO
THINGS FIRSTLY, ALTERNATIVE SOURCE OF
EMPLOYMENT FOR OUR YOUTH AND HENCE PROPER
CHANNELIZING THEIR ENERGY AND SECOND IS
INTERNATIONAL EXPOSURE  WHICH POST
DEMOBILISATION POST WW-1 CONTRIBUTED TO THE
INDEPENDENCE STRUGGLE. ONE MORE IN FACT THE
MOST IMPORTANT ASPECT WAS THAT POST
INDEPENDENCE THE COUNTRY HAD A WELL TRAINED
EXPERIENCED ARMY. NO OTHER NATIONAL LEADER
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INCLUDING THE MOST PROMINENT ONES, HAD AN IDEA
ON THIS ISSUE.THEY INSISTED MORE ON MORALISTIC
BONHAMMIE RATHER THAN HARD GROUND REALITIES/
MILITARY THOUGHT. NO WONDER WE HAD TO FACE A
NATIONAL DISGRACE IN 1962 FROM WHICH WE HAVE NOT
FULLY RECOVERED TILL DATE.
