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There is always more than
what meets the eye and our
Hon'ble Prime Minister has
proved it so right by one stroke.
However, the author takes to
agree with the views of Mr. P.
Chidambaram, former Union
Finance Minster, expressed in
" 'The Sunday Express' dated 20"
| November, 2016 as under:-

cashless economy and decided to wage a war on
cash. His supporters called it a "surgical strike’,
little realizing that the bulk of the money
transactions of the people of India are legitimate
and in cash—and will be in cash a long time—for
many reasons. Let me share one crucial data point:
for 133 crore people, at the retail level, there are
only 14,60,000 Points of Sale (POS)! Cash to digital
is a long journey. The 'surgical strike' post Uri was
intended to put an end to infiltrations, but the reality
is that there has been a three-fold jump in
infiltrations (as admitted by the Government).

The 'surgical strike' on currency has resulted
in the immiserisation of millions of people and
bringing many sectors of the economy to a grinding
halt. |shudder to think what the next 'surgical strike'
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will be and what dreadful consequences that will
bring.

The kind of hullabaloo the news created on
the 08" November, 2016, | wondered if financial
emergency had been declared? Is India at war?
What the hell has happened? Some ‘patriotic’
friends declared that a surgical strike had been
carried out on the 'black economy’ in India.

But wait, our Hon'ble Prime Minister had
promised, while thumping his chest, that he shall
get the 'black money' back from where it has been
stashed i.e. the Swiss Banks. The estimate of that
was close to Rs. 92.95 bn. What happened to that?
Of course there is a huge problem of black money in
our country. But how can our worthy Prime Minister
just wake up one day on a long persisting problem
with his own pre-conceived notion of a 'brilliant
idea', that with one stroke, one hit, he thought he will
solve the problem.

What does a person do if the doctor says that
the patient requires an immediate surgical
intervention? He says it has to be done immediately
at his residence, in the middle of the night, even if
there is no nurse, no OT and no anaesthesia; that, the
patient will have to bear the unimaginable pain for
few hours since it was so very necessary. What
would the patient do? Would he hail the doctor? If
you would be a bit sane then you will at least
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question the decision and try to reason it out.

Our Prime Minister has gone farther than that
doctor. According to his grandiose speech in Japan
and then Goa, he claimed that anyone who questioned
the move was obviously having a problem and
logically was the one guilty, hoarding black money.
So, most of the wise men would obviously zip their
lips since ‘questioning’ invites the branding as a
‘black marketers’. But the risk notwithstanding, we
need a constructive debate on the issue before we
become ‘yes men’ of our chest thumping Prime
Minister.

One, we are living in a free democratic society and
our P.M. is the executive head. The Cabinet decisions
are capable of affecting the lives of each and every
living being in the country. But mind it, they have
also a huge responsibility. Did this all powerful
Cabinet under the aegis of the P.M. responsibly lay
out a detailed plan to handle the chaos they pushed
the country in. | fact, it was a completely ill-planned
move, where everyday a new deadline, a new
surprise is dished out to the common man. A
‘psychological strike’ at the most basic of human
instinct, where most of us are deriving a sadistic
pleasure that the hoarders are in trouble now, But
sadly ‘No’. It is the poorest of poor who are bearing
the brunt, behind the propaganda of ‘kadak chai’ and
‘kadwa ghoot’. About 60 people have so far lost their
lives, according to media reports. Patients dying in
hospitals, single women handling households
running to meet the ends, fathers eager to marry off
their daughters - the list is endless. The
demonetization blows have forced the cancellation
of 200 weddings in and around areas of Ludhiana
alone. Thus, the writer takes to agree with public
statement of Ms, Mamta Bannerjee, Chief Minister,
West Bengal who has described the demonetization
declaration as a constitutional brake down of the
machinery and termed it as a undeclared financial
emergency.

Two, was it the only way to get rid of black money in
our country? Has anyone evaluated the feasibility of
phasing out the old currency after introducing the
new? Apart from our own preconceived notions, are
there any statistics that could show that even a
consideration was given to an alternate
methodology? According to an estimate, the cost of
this replacement is around 11,500 crore of rupees.
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Who bears that cost? Moreover, it is also reported
that there is acute shortage of authorized cash of
the so-called new currency approx. of Rs, 4000 crore
in Gurugram in millennium town of Haryana alone.
Hence, the most public vows are not going to
diminish within prescribed 50 days time. As per the
available printing press capacity within the Country,
the so-called work load of printing press is bound to
take minimum 6 months from the date of the
announcement i.e. 08" November, 2016.

Three, till now about 5.5 crore has been deposited
in the banks. Was it all black money? Really? Are
the men standing in the queue all hoarders and men
sleeping peacefully, all honest? There are many
housewives, daughters and sisters who may have
saved lovingly over decades or probably generations
to build their dreams and lives. And as soon as their
dreams cross 2.5 lac deposit, the tax men threaten
to wield the axe.

Four, a good monsoon and rabi season around the
corner and naturally all the farmers of this country
were anticipating a good harvest and a slightly better
life. But with one stroke so many transactions have
stopped and no payments are being received. The
highest Asian vegetable market in Mumbai is full of
stock but there are no buyers or stockists to take the
stock. Agriculture was expected to grow at 3-4%
before this move and now the fall out will be borne
mainly by the informal and unorganized sector.
Consequently, the G.D.P. may barely rise up to 7%.
Fifthly, the foundation of the decision is skewed in
favour of an imaginary cashless society.

Since most of the poor Indians don’t have a
bank account therefore the concept of debit or credit
card is alien to them. As per newspaper reports, in
the ‘knitwear Capital of India’, Tirpur, a village in
Tamil Nadu, half of the 5 lac workers are paid salary
in cash. Even with the increased withdrawal limit of
Rs. 50,000/- per week from current account, it is not
enough to pay salaries. That is not all. There are
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many tea estates cooperative societies and the likes
of the unorganized sector which will come to a
grinding halt. So is it wise to use the stick and make
the society shift to a cashless one or to first put a
sound foundation for banking and then usher in
reforms? The plight of the traders can well be
imagined through a life photo of an idle trader
appearing in one of the Dailies—"”Government should
have thought about us”: Traders.
Sixthly, is there a plan and roadmap ahead? What
and how the money now deposited in the bank to be
utilized? Which are the priority sectors or schemes
to receive an economic thrust? What about the future
taxes and interest rates? And what if this move badly
backfires? The economy drags, hoarding starts as
cash flows choke, insecurity looms large on the
industry, agriculture slumps further and more
unemployment stares us to the face. Does the
government have a plan B for that contingency? If it
has a plan then it is shrouded in mystery to be
revealed after 30" December, 2016 But right now it
views every citizen from an untrusting eye and
threatens to disrupt our lives in the hope that it will
lead to targeting a ‘few’ real culprits. Simply put, itis
negative in spirit, threatening in approach, apathetic
to the public woes, non-trusting and dictatorial in
nature.
Lastly, the most important thing which probably
none of us can visualize and comprehend is the
dangerous trend it has set. When in a democratic
society a decision, which can overturn the life of each
of the millions who exist, is taken on impulse and
without an open, inclusive and informed debate, the
essence of democracy is threatened. The
consequences of such undemocratic and dictatorial
decision making process is germane with the threat
to very spirit that is enshrined in our Constitution.
The great Chankya had once said ‘Before you
start some work, always ask yourself three
questions—why am | doing it, what the results might
be and will | be successful’. Only when you think
deeply and find satisfactory answers to these
questions, go ahead. Our Government has failed on
all these parameters. But |, as a citizen, question:
why all this? And | am convinced, there is more than
meets the eye and | hope it’s not what | fear.
