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Chankya once said that if the Nation
is at peace and the citizens are
sleeping peacefully it can be
inferred that the guardians of the
Nation (Armed Forces) are alert and
performing their duties with utmost
diligence, loyalty and sincerity.
Thus, political executive and
military leadership as well as Gout.
have to ensure that Honour, Velour,
Welfare and comforts of the men
whom they once commanded/

commanding should always come
first and every time. These guardians of the nation are the
veterans of tomorrow who retired into the civil society and
forced to remind the government of their long delayed
legitimate rights (overdue for the past 43 years), means that
the seeds of dissension/insecurity compromising National
Security have been sown. Similar sentiments were echoed
by late Badshah Bahadur Shah Jafar who noted the internal
rising anger of armed forces leading to 1857 revolt. He said
that it was not Shah of Iran or Russia who engineered the
destruction of Britishers, it was this revolt which forced their
ousteratamuch later date.

Similarly, if the present impasse is not attended to it
is possible that neither China or Pakistan will destabilize the
armed forces but India itself will destroy the very fabric of
such a unique, strong and secular force functioning with
great efficiency without any discrimination. Hindu, Muslim
Sikh Ishai (Christian) veterans all across the country stand
united as one in their fight for OROP at Jantra Mantra.
Conflict/ Wars of 1947, 1962, 1965, 1971, Sri Lanka
operations, Operation Blue Star, Kargil and ongoing
external and internal threat in J & K East bears testimony to
the fact that the Armed Forces always stood by and fought
for national integrity and sovereignty at a great sacrifice.
These are the very veterans who are now long deprived off
their legitimate rights of OROP.

During 1947 halting the victorious advance of the
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armed forces. Was a political
blunder.  Later the then Prime
Minister's suggestions to convert
the Armed Forces into a police
constabulary was illogical. In 1962
confronting the Chinese
aggression in an ill prepared
manner was another ill-conceived
decision. It proved costly to the
Nation. It is well known that the
army fought ill-clad and ill-equipped at high altitude battling
snow and low temperatures. In spite of being handicapped
the forces fought with resistance and checked the
advancing Chinese. It was achieved at the cost of a very
high casually rate. Similarly, Armed Wars of 1965, 1971 and
that of Kargil were fought very well by the Military
Leadership and gallant soldiers in-spite of indecisiveness
and confusion created by political executive at times.

The trend of faulty political decisions made from
time to time has also creped into other important matters of
pay and allowances and lowering the status of the Armed
Forces. On Oct 12/13, 2015 a serving Colonel of Army
Jugde Advocate General's Branch has also filed a petition
before Armed Forces Tribunal (AFT) and demanded a pay
parity with IAS & other Civil Services. He had further
mentioned that non-grant of the NFU has already amounted
to lowering the status of Armed Forces since Independence
apart from being violative of Articles 14 & 16 of the
Constitution.

The Government has chosen since 1947 to belittle the
sacrifices of the serving soldiers tinkering firstly with their
IZZAT by lowering their status and secondly lowering the
pay and allowances which has a direct bearing on the
pensions. The process started way back but it became
more obvious from 1973onwards. There was a systematic
degradation of the Armed Forces engineered by the
bureaucracy with the blessings of the political class.
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Armed forces is one of the chief instrument in pro-
Jjecting national power and is very amply demonstrated by
USA, China, Russia, U.K, Germany, Japan, Pakistan, Austra-
lia and so on.

Interestingly none of the above mentioned coun-
tries is facing the problem of OROP. OROP is fixed in various
countries as under:-

In India OROP or same pension for same rank, for
same length of service irrespective of the date of retirement
was the basis of determining the pension and benefits of
Indian Armed Forces till 1973, when it was terminated by
Ministry of Defense (MOD) in an 'exparte' decision during
the tenure of Late PM Smt. Indira Gandhi.

The termination of OROP and drastic decrease in
Armed Forces soldiers' pension from 70 to 37% of the last
pay drawn, two years after 1971 Bangladesh War caused
disquiet in the Indian Armed Forces and since 2008 has
been cause of public appeals, protests and hunger strikes
by Armed Forces Veterans, the overwhelming majority of
whose retire before 40 yrs of age on the overage.

Brig. R. Vinayak, VSM (Retd.) is as under:-
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Against the background of four decades of
unsuccessful attempts by Armed Forces veteran's for
implementation of OROP, U.PA. Government in 2008,
granted OROP to present and future servants in perpetually
at the apex pay grade of (Rs. 80000/-), the highest pay grade
at which majority of the officials of IAS, IPS & other Central
Civil Services In contrast to near 100% apex OROP coverage
to past and future retirees from the civil services, including
majority of civil officers in MOD responsible to providing
secretarial logistic and rear area services to the Armed
Forces. Only a fraction of one percent of the Armed Forces
officers, as hedge against their opposition to the scheme
were provided coverage under the '"Apex-OROP-2008.

Apex OROP was accompanied by two other radical
decisions in 2008. Firstly grant of Non Functional Upgrade
(NFU) to all Civil Services including the Indian Police Service.
Secondly creation of several hundred new posts of
secretaries and special secretaries at the apex grade pay
level so as to make almost all civil and police officers eligible
for apex scale OROP pensions. NFU was not extended to
Armed Forces.

These decisions, which increased the pay-
pension gap between Armed Forces and Civil Officials, and
sharply downgraded highly selective Armed Forces pay
grades and ranks across the board, most significantly at the
senior ranks of Colonel to Major General and their
equivalents in the Indian Navy and the Indian Air force were
widely resented by '‘Armed Forces'. It lowered their status as
there was no pay party.

At a glance comparison of Armed Forces soldier
vis-a-vis Central Armed Police Constable compiled by

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It shows of great injustice because the Armed Forces
operates for countering external threats and also for internal
threats. Besides, it also acts in aid to civil authorities during
floods, earthquakes, cloud burst incidents of Kedarath and
bore well rescue where the civil authorities fail to perform. All
these actions by the Armed Forces are forgotten by the
government when it comes to fixing their pay and pensions.
Veeterans of Armed Forces continued to remain on hunger strike
at Jantra Mantra in a peaceful and disciplined manner in-spite
of facing the brutal use of force used by cruel hands of Delhi
Police.

Hence, there is a permanent need to solve this tussle
over pay emoluments and retired benefits so that our armed
forces are left free to confront enemies of the Nation with a free
mind, otherwise also we have to maintain transparency in our
efforts as the nation cannot afford to face an unnecessary civil-
military confrontations. Thus, initiative has to come from polltical
executive which happens to be the real boss of our Armed
Forces instead of the civil bureaucracy. The country requires
superb military power along with the best of civil and police
services. Itis an established fact that the Government of the day
has to maintain the balance and has to ensure the barest
minimum differences pertaining matters relating to conditions
of service of military and civil/jpolice services.

However, attimes this difference becomes unbearable
when the military top brass see that IPS batches of 1981, 1987
and 1994 wear the badges of 3 star, 2 star and one star Generals,
whereas inArmy corresponding ranks of Army are of the batches
of 1972, 1975 and 1979 indicating a difference of 10-15 years.
As regards the IAS, the difference is alarming.

Further, the Armed Forces have only one rare profession
whereas one joined at the bottom level of 2nd Lieutenant. On
the other hand variations in the carrier are unlimited as IAS
officers are jacks of all trades but master of none, whereas they
keep on shifting from civil aviation to Animal Husbandry and
thereon to fertilizer and steel etc. and even to defense. Further,
it takes 18-20 years to become a Colonel, whereas IAS officer
reaches the higher grade of Joint Secretary during this band of
service and the same is considered equivalent to Major General.
The Colonel retires at the age of 54 year and even babu from
peon to Secretary at 60 year in all services of the government of
India. So much so, that the Cabinet Secretary and other IAS
officers appointed on constitutional appointments after
superannuation like Chief Election Commissioner of India,
Controller and Auditor General of India, CVC continue to enjoy
the perks and power up to the age of 65 years.

In addition, there is one national necessity that the
political class must become more serious on matters relating to
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the Armed Forces and such matters should not be left at the
mercy of the civil servants who frequently play their own little
war games. At the Ministerial level there are some very
specialized departments e.g. Finance, Railways, Security
(Home), Foreign and Defense where split second decisions
are necessary. It is always possible to find Netas savy in
Finance, Foreign relations and railways. Security has been
addressed in getting a former IPS Officer as NSA at the level
of MOs which is absolutely illogical. It is time that a
professional is brought into the Defense Ministry as MOs
preferable from the Army a retiree/serving who has an
experience of both external and Internal threats. Of course
the loudest objections will come from the babus and also
from Police/Paramilitary Forces. The Netas must realize that
a divide and rule policy can't work where the countries security
is concerned. Recall 1962, the Government must not use
the policy to quietly prop up Civil/paramilitary forces/police
etc. to scuttle the demand of the ORORP . It will be dangerous
and contrary to national interest.

Even after the Supreme Court ruling and ratification
by the Parliament twice the ruling government is tying to
dilute the OROP request or may scuttle the issue on one
pretext or the other. The political class has taken advantage
ofthe unquestionable discipline of the Armed Forces. It never
occurred to the Armed Forces to question the political class
and the bureaucracy of their demeaning ways causing
systematic degradation of the Armed Forces. But now the
divide and disgruntlement is very evident for all to see. It has
frustrated the veterans and possibly the Armed Forces as
today's serving are the veterans of tomorrow.

The OROP request is actually not an agitation, dharna
or trade union tactics to get ones legitimate requirement
fulfilled. It is a right long overdue for 43 years. As Jantra Mantra
one felt that honesty was fighting. The government must take
notice of this impasse by implementing OROP in its entirety
with complete fairness. They must also remember that the
serving soldiers of today are the veterans of tomorrow and
are demanding their legitimate rights. Besides, the veterans
have their kith and kin serving in the Armed Forces and will
definitely impress them and its effect will be damaging for
the Nation. The government's right attitude will attract and
motivate the youth to serve the Country by joining the Armed
Forces for the sake of a strong India. Any contrary decision is
bound to have a lifelong effect for which Government is to be
squarely blamed and solely responsible.

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Dedicate Bhakra Dam to Kisan Messiah Chhotu Ram

In the early part of the 20th century an English
Superintending Engineer, Nicholson stumbled upon a
plan to build a massive dam at a site of the Mountainous
Bhakhra in the Punjab. This was conceived in such a
way that it could irrigate the dry, arid and drought prone
areas of the South-East Punjab and adjoining tract of
Rajsthan for a number of years the whole plan gathered
dust in the official files of the secretaries of the concerned
departments namely the Finance and Irrigation and when
none come forward to pursue it, it was sent to cold
storage.

It was Ch. Chhotu Ram who had heard of some
plan regarding irrigation of arid zone of Haryana Region
when he entered the Punjab Council in 1923. He
activated the plan. The scheme made much headway
when he pursued it during the two years (1924-26) of his
ministership. But after he was a mere member of the
House he found his ministerial colleagues having
developed cold feet.

Ch. Chhotu Ram talked to some of his
agriculturist colleagues and was successful in enlisting
their cooperation in the House on Bhakhra Plan. Once
he rose to speak on the subject thus : "I may be allowed
to come to a subject which has always occupied an
abiding place in my heart, the Bhakhra Dam Project. |
have just now spoken of the distressing economic
conditions prevailing in the district of Hisar. | also stated
that Gurgaon and Rohtak district were not much better.
As a matter of fact, these three district in the Ambala
Division have always been the prey of repeated famines
and droughts. There districts are really speaking,
economic plague spots in our province and of the
Government is earnest about affording permanent relief
to the inhabitants of this part of province, the only
mechanism left with is to expedite the construction of
the Bhakhra Dam Project. Four years ago this House
passed a resolution unanimously in favorer of the project
and the government accepted that resolution.”

For the execution of the Project, the Punjab
Government had to seek the Sanction of the
Government of India and the Secretary of State. The
requisite sanction could not be sought and the project
could not be seen any where in sight, Consequently,
some time later Choudhary Sahib moved a resolution
in the House which read as follows:

Suraj Bhan Dahiya

"That this council recommends to the
Government that vigorous attempts should be made to
obtain the sanction of the Government of India and the
Secretary of state for the execution of the Bhakhra Dam
Project and actual execution of the Project should be
taken in hand without avoid able delay as soon the
requisite sanction has been obtained." (March 27, 1933)

After the resolution was adopted and accepted
in the House Choudhary Sahib went on "First of all, | would
like to say a few ward & about the history of the Bhakhra
Dam Project. The site for constructing Dam in order to
reserve the water of the Satluj for the purpose of irrigation
was discovered as early as 25 years ago. The preliminary
enquiry about the project was started in 1915. In 1919 the
estimates were completed and the preliminary enquiry
came to an end. The result of the enquiry was reported
to the Government in a bulry volume. It was proposed
this that the site should be 400 feet high. The area to be
irrigated by the project was calculated to be 25 lakhs of
acres and its total expanduture was estimated at Rs.
14,44,74,926. In 1925, the Government appointed
Geologists to look into the feasibility of the Dam. On the
recommendations of the experts, Mr. Nicholson was sent
to America to study Dams. Mr. Wilay an expert in dam
construction also visited from America to examine the
Dam site of Bhakhra. He advised the Government to make
a dam 500 feet in height instead of a dam 400 feet high.
The government then indicated its willingness to take this
scheme in hand. The estimates of expenditure were,
therefore, revised and increased to Rs. 23,48,53,484 in
1926. and irrigation area to be covered was 47,50,000
acres, that is to say the area to be irrigated by the scheme
almost doubled.

Many a time objections were raised that the
scheme was unremunerative but it was Chhotu Ram's
strenuous task to convince the government that the
construction of the Bhakhra Dam was by all means a
necessity for the drought prone districts of Rohtak, Hisar
and Gurgaon. He wanted that the government should not
think in terms of profit or loss but in terms of the welfare of
the people. He even argued "l am really sorry to observe
that our Government has in fact become a bania
government. | am sure no government can effectively
work on bania principles. God never intended
governments to be always calculating, for in that case
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there would be very little difference between a bania's
shop and government administration. | hope that the
government will realise the force of my argument." Thus
Choudhri Saheb had every bit of Bhakhra Dam history
and all agonies of its delay in his heart. Choudhri Saheb
Jjoined the government in 1937 and since then the Bhakhra
Dam Project remained in his head and heart. He crossed
every hurdles came in the way of Bhakhra Dam's
execution, be it Bilaspur state's destructions, bureaucratic
redtapism, or congressmen’s false propaganda against
the Dam in Kangra district. Pamphlets were distributed,
deprecatory poems were recited at public meetings and
circulated among public, letters were addressed to the
officer - commanding, Dogra Regiment, calling for
intervention. No stone was left unturned by congress to
mislead and excite people of kangra.
It is abundantly clear now that nothing could stop
Chhotu Ram in making his dream true. Whether he was a
Minister or simply a member of the council, he continued
to pursue it with dogged perserunce. It would hardly be
an exaggeration to say that he was the real founder of the
Project. By 1944 much that was to be done to give it a
final shape had been done. The Sind Government had
filed a case of compensation of Rs. 6 crore with the Privy
Council. Arrangement were made for prompt payment.
The Raja of Bilaspur was creating last minute hurdle. An
agreement was entered into with Raja and the matter came
to close with the signing of document between Raja and
Ch. Chhotu Ram. At last, the ailing Chaudhri Saheb signed
the execution orders on January 8, 1945 at Shakti Bhawan
from his bed with a smile "3 #+1 o= Sia & FIA
=R FIST & forq gwTer 62 & | Alas! the next day he left
for his heavenly abode. One every stone used in the
work of construction of the Dam there is thus manifest the
spirit of the great leader- Chaudhri Chhotu Ram. What
better monument could there be for him- as eternal and
massive as his soul was? Bhakhra Dam- a living
monument, undoubtedly, claims to name after the great
leader, Kisan Messina Chhotu Ram, so as to perpetuate
his memory as a source of inspiration and guidance for
all generations to come. Monuments and memorials are
built in gratitude and the peasantry today demands to
dedicate the Bhakhra Dam to Deenbandhu with this
epitaph.
